?HEI.INE Have in Common?

Mrs. Dickinson’s Social Studies classes have learned that a critical component of cell phones and other
small electronics is a substance called coltan. One of the few places in the world where coltan is found is
the forests of the eastern Democratic Republic of Congo—right in the middle of gorilla habitat. As a result
of mining for coltan, critical habitat has been destroyed and gorillas have been displaced or even killed
by poachers.

But you can help! Recycling old cell phones or ipads reduces the need for coltan to be removed from
gorilla habitats. Bring your old cell phones and/or ipads to FRMS! ANY kind of cell phone will be
accepted — even the big, heavy ones from years ago that wouldn’'t come close to fitting in your pocket
now.
